Carrying Capacity

e Do not carry corrosive or combustive materials withing the roof box.

e Do not carry live animals within the roof box.

e Avoid: Cleaning agents, oil, solvents and cleaning products that contain alcohol, chloride
and ammonia as discolouring and irrepairable damage may occur.

e |tis recommended that the luggage box be cleaned before storing it for extended periods.

e o reduce fuel consumption remove the luggage box when not in use.

In service maintenance checks

e All bolted connections should be checked after driving a short distance when you first install your roof racks & accessories.
e All bolted and claw connections should be checked again at regular intervals (every 1000k (621mi) is recommended, depending
on road conditions, usage, loads and distances travelled). All bolted connections should be checked each time they are re-fitted.

Torque Settings
Unless stated otherwise in these instructions, all fasteners should be set to the following torque settings:
Mé: 4-5Nm (3-4lbs/ft),M8: 8-10Nm (6-7.5lbs/ft] M10: 16-18Nm (12-13lbs/ft).

Sensitivity to Crosswinds, Behaviour in Curves and Braking.

Remember that the luggage box may affect the road handling of your car (e.g. sensitivity to crosswinds, cornering and braking].
The maximum speed with box fitted is 130km/h.
