Align outer front wheel cup (D] with holes in right
frame arm (H). Align outer rear wheel cup (F) with
holes in left frame arm (G). Install three MBx85 Allen

E Install Outer Frame Arms

Align frame arms (G and H) with frame (B). Install four
MB x 15 Torx bolts (R) with Brmm washers (X] using
riodically.

Press rubber bumpers (L] into holes into frame arms
(G and H).

E Place Bikes on Rack

Load the smaller and/or heavier bike in position
nearest to the vehicle. Front wheel should be secure
against back stop.

Rotate load arm over front wheel and tighten hook
against fork. Feed wheel strap through rear wheel and
into buckle. Pull tight.
